1. How many fire engines with pumps do you have?
e Ten
2. How many gallons do you carry? What is the water capacity of your fire engines? What is
the size of the pumps?
e One fire engine (pumper) carries 300 gallons, with a 250 gpm pump.
e One fire engine (pumper) carries 340 gallons, with a 250 gpm pump.
e Four engines (pumpers) carry 500 gallons each, with 500 gpm pumps.
e Two engines (pumpers) carry 600 gallons each, with 1,250 gpm pumps
e One water tender (tanker) carries 3,500 gallons, with a 1,000 gpm pump.
e One water tender (tanker) carries 1,750 gallons, with a 375 gpm pump.
3. How many fire stations do you have?
e  Four. Three stations are staffed by volunteers. One station is permanently
staffed.

e Alexander Valley Fire Station: 6571 Highway 128, Healdsburg
e  Dry Creek Fire Station: 3697 Dry Creek Road, Geyserville
